The 

donation benefits both the Gloucester County Habitat for Humanity, which can resell the tile at 

its ReStore for a donation and homeowners who have the option of having beautiful tile in their 

homes at a reasonable cost. In the future, Renaissance intends to continue to partner with 

Gloucester County Habitat for Humanity and donate more supplies to its ReStore.
